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Making the connections

1 Connect the FM indoor antenna.
Put the antenna where reception is best.

2 Connect the AC power supply cord.
Do not use any other AC power supply cords except 
the supplied one.
Hold the unit when connecting or disconnecting the 
AC power supply cord to prevent the unit from falling.

Conserving power
The system consumes a small amount of power even 
when it is in standby mode. Disconnect the power 
supply if you do not use the system.
Some settings will be lost after you disconnect the 
system. You have to set them again.

Note:
Keep the antennas away from the AC power supply cord to 
avoid picking up noise.

Preparing the remote control

Use alkaline or manganese battery.
Install the battery so that the poles (+ and –) align with those in 
the remote control.

If the power plug does not fit your socket, use the 
supplied power plug adapter.

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Overview of controls
Do the procedures with the remote control. You can also use the buttons on the unit if they are the same.

A Standby/on switch [`], [1]
Press to switch the unit from on to standby mode or 
vice versa. In standby mode, the unit is still consuming 
a small amount of power.

B Decrease the brightness of the display panel
The illumination is also switched off.
To cancel, press the button again.

C Select the audio source
Press [SELECT <, >] (unit: [SELECT]) repeatedly to 
select the source:

Disc 
1 Press [x] on the unit to open the disc tray.

Put in a disc with the label facing up.
Press again to close the disc tray.

2 Press [SELECT <, >] repeatedly to select “CD”.

USB
Preparation
Before you connect a USB device to the system, make 
sure you do a backup of the data.

1 Decrease the volume and connect the USB device 
to the USB port.

2 Press [SELECT <, >] repeatedly to select “USB A” 
or “USB B”.

Note:
• Do not use a USB extension cable. The system cannot 

recognize USB device connected through a cable.
• Some devices cannot be charged as the maximum USB 

charging current is 0.5 A only.

Bluetooth®

You can connect and play an audio device wirelessly 
through Bluetooth®.

Preparation
• Switch on the unit.
• Switch on the Bluetooth® feature of the device and put 

the device near the system.
• Read the operating instructions of the device for details.

█ Pairing a device
Preparation
If this system is connected to a Bluetooth® device, 
disconnect it (~8).

1 Press [ ].
If “PAIRING” is shown, continue with step 3.

2 Press [PLAY MENU] to select “PAIRING” and then 
press [OK].

3 Select “SC-TMAX40” or “SC-TMAX50” from the 
Bluetooth® menu of the device.
If prompted for a passkey, input “0000” or “1234”.
The device connects with this system automatically 
after pairing is complete.
The MAC address (example: 6C:5A:B5:B3:1D:0F) 
may be shown before “SC-TMAX40” or “SC-TMAX50” 
is shown.
The name of the connected device is shown for a few 
seconds.

Using the unit
1 Press and hold [ ] until “PAIRING” is shown.

2 Select “SC-TMAX40” or “SC-TMAX50” from the 
Bluetooth® menu of the device.

Note:
• You can pair up to 8 devices with this system. If a 9th device 

is paired, the device that has not been used for the longest 
time will be replaced.

• Depending on the searching functionality of the Bluetooth® 
device and the surrounding environment, if the product 
name is not shown on the Bluetooth® menu of the device, 
switch off and then switch on the Bluetooth® feature of the 
device repeatedly during the pairing process.

█ Connecting a device
Preparation
If this system is connected to a Bluetooth® device, 
disconnect it (~8).

1 Press [ ].
“BLUETOOTH READY” is shown.

2 Select “SC-TMAX40” or “SC-TMAX50” from the 
Bluetooth® menu of the device.
The name of the connected device is shown for a few 
seconds.

3 Start playback on the device.

Note:
• A device must be paired to connect.
• When “BLUETOOTH” is selected as the source, this system 

will automatically try to connect to the last connected device. 
(“LINKING” is shown during this process.)

█ Multi Connect
This system supports Multi Connect, which can connect 
up to 3 devices simultaneously.

To switch between the connected devices
When one of the connected devices is playing, you can 
easily switch control to another connected device simply 
by starting a playback on that device. The previous 
playback will be paused automatically.
Note:
This function may not work for some apps or devices 
(depending on app or device specifications).

█ Disconnecting a device

• Only FAT 12/16/32 file system is supported.

█ Note on MP3 file
• Files are defined as tracks and folders are defined as 

albums.
• Tracks must have the extension “.mp3” or “.MP3”.
• Tracks will not necessarily be played in the order you 

recorded them.
• Some files can fail to work because of the sector size.

• This system can access up to:

– 255 albums (including root folder)
– 999 tracks
– 20 sessions

• Disc must conform to ISO9660 level 1 or 2 (except for 
extended formats).

MP3 file on USB device
• This system can access up to:

– 800 albums (including root folder)
– 8000 tracks
– 999 tracks in one album

Radio
Preparation
Press [SELECT <, >] repeatedly to select “FM”.

Manual tuning
1 Press [PLAY MENU] repeatedly to select 

“TUNE MODE”.
Or press [8] on the unit to select “MANUAL”. Continue 
with step 3.

2 Press [R, T] to select “MANUAL” and then press 
[OK].

3 Press [2/3] or [5/6] to tune in to the 
station.
To tune automatically, press and hold the button until 
the frequency starts changing quickly.

Memory presetting
You can preset up to 30 FM stations.

█ Automatic presetting

1 Press [PLAY MENU] to select “A.PRESET”.

2 Press [R, T] to select “LOWEST” or “CURRENT” 
and then press [OK].

The tuner presets all the stations it can receive into the 
channels in ascending order.
To cancel, press [8].

█ Manual presetting

1 Press [PLAY MENU] repeatedly to select 
“TUNE MODE”.
Or press [8] on the unit to select “MANUAL”. Continue 
with step 3.

2 Press [R, T] to select “MANUAL” and then press 
[OK].

3 Press [2/3] or [5/6] to tune in to the 
station.

4 Press [OK].

5 Press [R, T] to select a preset number and then 
press [OK].
Do steps 3 through 5 again to preset more stations.
The new station replaces any station that occupies the 
same preset number.

LOWEST Tuning begins from the lowest 
frequency.

CURRENT Tuning begins from the current 
frequency.
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█ Selecting a preset station

1 Press [PLAY MENU] repeatedly to select 
“TUNE MODE”.
Or press [8] on the unit to select “PRESET”. Continue 
with step 3.

2 Press [R, T] to select “PRESET” and then press 
[OK].

3 Press [2/3] or [5/6] to select the preset 
station.

Improving the sound quality
1 Press [PLAY MENU] repeatedly to select 

“FM MODE”.

2 Press [R, T] to select “MONO” and then press 
[OK].
To cancel, select “STEREO”.
“MONO” is also canceled when you change the 
frequency.
To memorize the setting
Continue with step 4 of “Manual presetting” (~10).

Checking the signal status
Press [DISPLAY].

Recording
This system can record up to 800 folders (maximum 999 
tracks in an album) or a total of 8000 tracks, depending on 
the available storage capacity of the USB device in :USB B .

To check storage space
In the stop mode, press [DISPLAY] repeatedly.
Example: Remaining recording time of the USB device.

• “UPDATE” is shown when the system is reading the USB 
device.

• “NO DEVICE” is shown if the USB device is not connected 
to :USB B .

Note:
• All recordings are in “.mp3” format.
• You cannot do recording when you are using random 

playback mode or in the optical input or Bluetooth® source.
• The DJ function or Karaoke function is switched off when 

you start recording.
• Repeat playback mode is canceled during recording.
• A new album is added each time you do a recording.
• The sequence of album may change after the recording.
• The recordings are kept in a folder named “REC_DATA” in 

the USB device.

Basic recording
1 Select the source you want to record.

CD-DA 
Prepare the disc playback mode.

Make sure the disc is stopped.
Radio
Tune in to the radio station.
AUX
Connect and play the equipment (~16).

2 Press [USB REC 7/9] to start recording.
The name of the folder that keeps the recording is 
shown.

Note:
• Wait for a few seconds for the system to prepare the USB 

device before you start recording.
• When the next track of the disc is being recorded, it will be 

shown on the display.

█ High-speed recording 
CD-DA disc recording speed:
CD, CD-R: Three times (3x) the normal speed.
CD-RW: Two times (2x) the normal speed.

1 Put in the disc you want to record.

2 Press [SETUP] repeatedly to select “REC MODE”.

3 Press [R, T] to select “NORMAL” or “HI-SPEED” 
and then press [OK].

4 Press [USB REC 7/9] to start recording.

Note:
• If you cannot record at high-speed because of the condition 

of the disc, record at normal speed.
• The sound is muted during high-speed recording.

FM – – – – The FM signal is weak.
The system is not tuned in to a station.

FM ST The FM signal is in stereo.
FM MONO “MONO” is selected as the “FM MODE”. 

The FM signal is in monaural.

USB source Remaining recording time

Select “OFF PLAYMODE” (~9).

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█ Adding track marks
When recording from the radio or AUX, you can divide 
tracks using various modes.

Before recording

1 Press [SETUP] repeatedly to select “REC MODE”.

2 Press [R, T] to select the mode and then press 
[OK].

Note:
• During recording, if you press [OK] or pause recording while 

using “TIME MARK” mode, the 5-minute counter is reset.
• You cannot add track marks manually in “SYNCHRO” mode.

Recording MP3 tracks
You can record MP3 tracks from:
• MP3 disc to  USB B 
•  USB A  to  USB B 

1 Prepare the source you want to record.

2 Press [USB REC 7/9] to start recording.
To check the recording progress, press [DISPLAY].

Note:
• Some tracks can use a longer time to record.
• Some tracks cannot be recorded because of the condition of 

the source.
• The recorded file name is the same as the original file (only 

a maximum of 32 characters can be shown on the display 
panel).

Deleting the recorded tracks
1 Press [SELECT <, >] repeatedly to select “USB B”.

2 Press [R, T] to select the album.

3 Press [2/3] or [5/6] to select the track.

4 Press [SETUP] repeatedly to select “EDIT MODE”.

5 Press [R, T] to select the mode.

6 Press [OK].
The selected item to be deleted is shown.

7 Press [OK].
“SURE? NO” is shown.

8 Press [R, T] to select “SURE? YES” and then 
press [OK].
“WRITING” is shown.
To cancel, select “SURE? NO”.

Sound effects
1 Press [SOUND] repeatedly to select the effect.

2 Press [R,T] to select the setting and then press 
[OK].
Or turn [VOLUME/MULTI CONTROL] to select the 
setting.

MANUAL Add a track mark manually.
Press [OK] during recording to add a 
track mark.
Note:
Recording is automatically divided in 
60-minute per track.

SYNCHRO
(For AUX 
source)

Recording starts automatically when 
the other equipment starts to play.
Recording pauses when it detects 
silence for 3 seconds.

TIME MARK A track is automatically divided at 
5-minute intervals.
