@ USING A DRAIN HOSE

HOSE REROUTING (For NA-S6518B, NA-S7018B AND NA-S8018B ONLY)
The hose can be rerouted to the left or right side of the body, depending on the location of your house’s
drain hole. To do so, perform the following:

@ Unhook the Hose from the Hose Hanger and position the Hose as shown on Fig.1: Place a mat or any
cloth on the floor before laying downthe unit to protect it from scratches.

@ The default position of the Hose is at the right side of the body (with person facing front of the unit):
To set the Hose at the left side.

©® Untie the Hose and the Tie Wires from the @ Hook the Hose to the Hose Hanger at your
base (Fig.1). left side.

® Reroute the Hose to the left side. Hook each Tie
Wire between two holes on the base. Wrap the
Tie Wires around the hose once, then twist at
least 3 times (Fig. 2).

© Return the unit to its upright position.
