Before Wiring

Exclusively operated with 12 V battery with negative (~)
ground.

Connect the power lead (red) very last.

Connect the battery lead (yellow) to the positive (+) terminal
of the battery or fuse block terminal (BAT).

Strip about 5 mm of the lead ends for
connection.

Apply insulating tape to bare leads.
Secure loosened leads.

Connect as follows.
®Use ungrounded speakers only.
Allowable input : 50 W or more
Impedance: 4-80Q
®Use of speakers which do not match the specifications can
cause burning, smoking or damage of the speakers.
@Distance between speaker and amplifier: 30 cm or more

Lead Connections
