Before operating this unit, please read these instructions completely.
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WARNING ALY

To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury :

1. Do not leave vacuum cleaner when plugged in. Unplug from outlet when not in use and before
servicing.

2. To reduce the risk of electric shock, do not use outdoors or on wet surfaces.

3. This appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm persons without supervision.
Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

4. Use only as described in this manual. Use only manufacture’s recommened attachments.

5. Do not use with damaged cord or plug. If vacuum cleaner is not working as it should has been
dropped, damaged left outdoors, or dropped into water, send it to a service center.

6. Do not pull or carry by cord, use cord as a handle, close a door on cord, or pull cord around
sharp edges or corners. Do not run vacuum cleaner over cord. Keep cord away from heated
surfaces.

7. Do not unplug by pulling on cord. To unplug, grasp the plug, not the cord.

8. Do not handle plug or vacuum cleaner with wet hands.

9. Do not put any object in to openings. Do not use any opening blocked ; keep free of dust, lint,
hair, and anything that may reduce air flow.

10. Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers, and all parts of body away from openings and moving parts.

11. Use extra care when cleaning on stairs.

12. This appliance is designed for household use only.
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when storing the vacuum cleaner upright, pull
the power supply plug a little as illustrated.
(Storing the vacuum cleaner upright with the
power supply plug wound completely may use
stability because it hits floor.)
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IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

1. Do not use to pick up wet dirt, combustible
liquids or burning tobacco ashes because they
damage to the motor.
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2. Keep the vacuum cleaner away from heat
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sources (radiators, ovens etc.)
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3. Before using the vacuum cleaner, remove
large or sharp object from the floor in order
to avoid damage to hose, dust bag or motor.
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. Do not use the vacuum cleaner without a
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dust bag. It may damage the motor.
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5. Before you plug in your vacuum cleaner, make
sure that the voltage indicated on the name-
plate is the same as your local supply.
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. Turn off controls and remove the power sup- ~—
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ply plug from the electrical outlet before clean-
ing or maintenance. Hold plug when rewind-
ing onto cord reel.

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Hose Assembly 1. Connecting Hose and Extension Wands

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@ Close the lid.

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3. Cleaning filter

® Filter should be rinsed clean at least twice a
year or when it becomes visibly soild.

® Always operate the vacuum cleaner with filter
installed. Otherwise, reduced suction or moter
damage may result.

® Disconnect from electrical outlet before clean-
ing filter.

® Do not use a washing machine for rinsing filter
or use hair dryer for drying it.

(@ Pull filter supporter upward, then remove filter.

@ Rinse filter in cool tap water.

@) Tap filter to thoroughly remove any water remain-
ing in filter. Then, dry rinsed filter completely be-
fore reassembly.

@ Pull filter supporter upward, then attach filter in
place.
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USEFUL HINT
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1. When retracting the cord, hold the plug to en-
sure that it dose not damage furniture while the
cord is rewinding.
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2. Empty the cloth dust bag ( or change the dis-
posable paper bag) before it is excessively filled
in order to maintain best efficiency.
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3. Take out the cord, holding the plug.
When the cord is forcedly pulled, it may cause
the cord to break.
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. Keep the cleaner sefe from splashing by water
or insecticide sprey. Do not wipe it with oil or
the like. (It causes cracking or discoloration of
the body.) .
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5. Your vacuum cleaner is designed to stan firmly on end for cleaning or for storge.
Used in this manner it take up a minimum of space, and allows you to work in the norrowest of plar
