® Do not use the appliance if the Power Cord or Power Plug is damaged or loosely connected
tothe power outlet.

® Do not get your face close to the Lid or steam vent, or touch it with your hand.
Keep the appliance out of reach of children.

(It may cause a burn or injury.)

Avoid damage to the Power Cord. Never attempt to customize the Power Cord. Keep the Power Cord
away from high temperatures. Avoid bending, twisting and pulling on the Power Cord. Never place
heavy objects on the Power Cord or attempt to tie it up.

(Otherwise it may cause an electric shock and fire caused by the heat that may generate
around the Power Plug.)

Wipe off any dust that has gathered on the Power Plug regularly.

(Excessive dust on the Power Plug may cause poor insulation due to humidity, which in turn
may cause a fire.)
Remove the Power Plug and wipe it with a dry cloth.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly
qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.

(Otherwise, it may cause a fire, electric shock or injury.)

® Do not use the appliance on the following places.

® The place where it may be splashed with water or near a heat source.
(It may cause an electric shock, electrical leak or fire.)

® On an uneven surface or on non-heat-resistant carpet.

® Near a wall, furniture or direct sunlight.
(It may cause discoloration or deformation.)

® Do not expose the Power Plug to steam.

® Do not touch the heating elements while the appliance is in use or after cooking.

Especially the Lid, Heater and Pan.
(It may cause a burn.)

® Do not use other Pan than the one specified.

(It may cause a burn and injury due to overheat or malfunction.)

® Never leave the Power Plug connected to the power outlet while the Pan is not in the
appliance or the appliance is not in use.

(The inside of the Body gets overheated when switched on by mistake. It may cause a burn.)



/N CAUTION

o Be sure to hold the Power Plug when unplugging the Power Plug.

(Otherwise it may cause an electric shock, short circuit or fire.)

Please allow the appliance to cool down before cleaning it.

(Touching hot elements may cause a burn.)

Take extra care while handling the appliance when the Pan has hot liquids in it.

(Otherwise it may cause a burn or injury.)

0 Unplug the Power Plug from the power outlet when the appliance is not in use.

(Otherwise, it may cause an electric shock and fire caused by a short circuit due to the
insulation deterioration.)
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USAGE PRECAUTIONS

B Before using the Rice Cooker for the first time, remove the Scoop, Measuring Cup from the Pan

and the packing paper kept between the Pan and the Heater.

B Make sure the Pan is sitting properly in the Body. Keep the outside of the Pan and the Heater clean
and dry. If the Pan is not positioned correctly or have any foreign matter between its outside and the
Heater, the Switch may pop up sooner or the Heater may be damaged. Do not use the appliance if
it has foreign matter. (It may cause malfunction.) Remove the foreign matter before placing the Pan.

Note: This Rice Cooker has been designed with a thermal fuse which may shut off the
electric supply when any abnormality such as above occurred.

B When cooking other than rice, ensure that the Lid is removed to prevent overflow.

B Do not use the Pan directly on the open flame.

m Do not leave the Lid overturned in the place where it can reflect the sunlight. If direct light is subjected

to the concave side of the Lid, it may focus on furniture, walls etc. and damages may result.
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USAGE PRECAUTIONS

B Do not press down the Switch continuously by force or use any object to hold it from popping up.

For both inner and outer surface of the Pan

Do not hit or rub it.

Do not wash with cleanser, scrubbing brush or nylon brush.

Do not bump it to hard things.

Do not wash dishes inside the Pan.

Do not use metal utensils such as spoons and forks in the Pan.
Do not mix vinegar in the Pan when making sushi rice.

Do not use whisk to wash rice.

Do not use a metal ladle.

Wash the Pan immediately after cooking if seasoning was used.

Any residue of vinegar or salt may cause the Pan to corrode.

Prevent insects and cockroaches from entering the electrical portion of the Rice Cooker by
keeping itclean.

Do not use the Rice Cooker if the Pan is dented or damaged. Please contact your store or an
Authorised Service Centre.

HOW TO USE

Measure rice with the provided Measuring Cup. One cup of uncooked rice makes approximately
2 cups of cooked rice. Rice should be leveled with the brim of the Measuring Cup as shown
in figure. Wash rice in another bowl until water becomes relatively clear.

2 Put washed rice in the Pan. Refer to the markings on the Pan.

e.g. To cook 3 cups of rice, put the rice into the Pan and then add water to the LEVEL INDICATOR 3.

LEVEL INDICATOR

ppy ) [~ MAX. LEVEL: Do not cook more than this amount.

The Pan in the illustration is the 1.0 L model.

3 Set the Pan in the Rice Cooker. To place correctly on the Heater, turn the Pan gently to right and left.
Cover with the Lid and let rice soak approximately 30 minutes.

Note: Wipe the outer surface and the bottom of pan before setting
in the Rice Cooker. If it is wet, it may cause a cracking noise while C D
cooking. It may also damage the unit.

4 Plug in. The Power Indicator Lamp lights.

Do not plug in until ready to cook. Otherwise, the Rice
Cooker will turn into “Keep Warm” function and rice
may be spoiled.

If you do not set the Pan in the Rice Cooker, the Switch
cannot be pressed.

5 Press the Switch. The “Rice Cooking” Indicator (Orange) show
you cooking has started.

6 When rice is done, the Switch will pop up. The “Keep Warm” Indicator changes to orange to signal
“Keep Warm” function is working.

7 After the Switch pops up, leave the Lid covered for at least 15 minutes to steam rice.

Then mix the rice well by using the scoop to allow water vapour to escape
(especially when cooking towards maximum quantity).

8 Unplug after use. Grasp the Power Plug, not the Power Cord.

KEEP WARM FUNCTION

B After cooking is completed, the “Keep Warm” function automatically works until the Power Cord is
unplugged.

B Always unplug before taking the Pan out of the Rice Cooker.

B Do not switch to “Rice Cooking” again during “Keep Warm” function.
® Do not keep rice warm for more than 5 hours.

® Do not use the “Keep Warm” function to reheat cold rice.

HOW TO CLEAN

B Unplug before cleaning.
B Do not immerse the Rice Cooker in water or any other liquid. Wipe with a well-wrung cloth.

B Do not use abrasive cleaners or steel wool. Clean with non-metal brush or sponge.

B |f an object is stuck on the heater, lightly polish it off using fine sandpaper of about
# 600 / steel wool. Then wipe with a damp cloth.
